Meet format:



Diving will count as one individual event.  Divers will be required to perform the six dive format.  



Swimming competition will be held with morning prelims and afternoon/evening finals.  Prelims for events 15 and 16, men and women 500 free, will be limited to 3 fastest heats (24 swimmers), based on entry times.

Rules:
Current National High School Rules apply unless set aside by FHSAA regulations.

Events:
Order of events is as listed on page 4 of the FHSAA Swimming and Diving Manual.  Please note that diving events are to be entered as number 9 and 10, but will be performed on Friday. 

Entries:
Each team is permitted a maximum of 6 entries in an individual event and 6 relays.  A contestant is limited to four events, no more than two of which will be individual.  Only A relays will qualify for finals to be scored for points.  There will be 8 swimmers and relays in the final heat and the next 8 swimmers/relays in the consolation heat.  After all A relays are placed in the finals, the remaining slots up to 16 will be filled according to time performed in preliminaries.

Entries are due no later than 5 p.m. on Tuesday, October 4.  All entries must be submitted on Hy-Tek Team Manager or Team Manager II Lite and be sent electronically to Bruce Duderstadt at  bduder16@gmail.com.  All entries must include accurate times.  Swimmers with NT will be excluded.  There will be no late entries accepted.  Diving entries must be submitted with swimming entries.  Please fax dive sheets to Sue Cottrill at Mosley High School at 850-767-4453.

Entry fees:  
$50 per girl’s team and $50 per boy’s team per school to cover meet expenses.  Please submit all checks (school, booster club, or personal) prior to warm ups.  Make checks payable to Mosley High School.

Spectators will be charged $5.00 per person, ($2 of which covers the spectator fee charged by the facility) covers all sessions.  Volunteer workers will not be charged.  

Passes:
One pass per athlete plus 3 additional passes per school for coaches, managers.  We request that each team provide a minimum of 4 meet workers for each session that it has an athlete competing (diving, swim prelims, swim finals).  Please submit names of volunteers with your entries.

Facilities:
Panama City Beach Aquatic Center is a beautiful, outdoor venue, close to shopping, restaurants, and beaches.  Please make provision for shade and weather fluctuations.  The Aquatic Center does not allow coolers to be brought in except for one cooler with water or sports drinks per team.  Athletes may bring snacks in their bags and there is a concession stand available.

Diving competition will utilize two, one meter boards.   Swimming competition will utilize 8 lanes with warm up/warm down lanes available.
