PARENT, ATHLETE & COACH RELATIONSHIP

PARENT COMMITMENT:

1.  I will demonstrate a positive attitude toward coaches, game officials, players and other parents.
2.  I will take responsibility to ensure that my child gets the proper nutrition and rest.

3.  I will ensure that my child will attend all practices, fundraisers, and games.

4.  I will help my child understand the values needed for a successful team, including unselfishness, good sportsmanship, team

     spirit, positive attitude and a respect for others.

5.  If my schedule permits, I will volunteer my time when requested by the coach.

PLAYER COMMITMENT:

1.  I will be coachable!  I will listen to my coach’s constructive criticism willingly and make every effort to improve myself.
2.  I will be a team player!

3.  I will be a positive role model for my parents, team, school & community.

4.  I will be on time for all practices, games, and fundraisers.  If unable to attend, I will notify my coach beforehand.

5.  I will accept my coach’s decision as final.  If I disagree with my coach, I will approach him/her privately with respect.

6.  I understand that I am not permitted to drive myself to any out-of-county game nor can I drive other athletes to any game.

7.  I will adhere to the Bay District Schools Citizenship Standards found in Board Policy 7.206 and “Student Code of Conduct 

     & Discipline” found in the school handbook.

APPROPRIATE CONCERNS TO DISCUSS WITH COACHES:

1.  The mental and physical treatment of your child.

2.  Ways to help your child improve skill development.

3.  Behavior problems, medical problems and/or academic problems.
ISSUES NOT APPROPRIATE TO DISCUSS WITH COACHES:

1.  Amount of playing time

2.  Team strategy

3.  Play calling

4.  Other student-athletes

PROCEDURES FOR CONFLICT RESOLUTION:

First Step:  Contact the coach but NOT prior to, during, or after a contest, practice, and/or when other students are present.

Second Step:  If a satisfactory solution is not reached through direct contact with the coach, the student and/or parent should contact the Athletic Director.

Third Step:  If a satisfactory solution is not reached with the coach and athletic director, the student/parent should make a personal appointment with the principal.  The principal and the athletic director should meet with the parent and athlete to discuss the issues for a possible resolution.

Fourth Step:  If a satisfactory resolution is not accomplished, the parent should contact the county athletic director (872-4363) who will act as a liaison between the parent and principal.

Fifth Step:  If a satisfactory resolution is not reached with the county athletic director, the parent may contact the Superintendent of Schools.  The decision of the Superintendent of Schools will be the final step in the conflict resolution process.
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SPORTSMANSHIP

High school sports is an extension of the classroom!  Student-athletes, coaches, and spectators shall practice and promote the highest standards of sportsmanship and ethics at all times directly or indirectly related in any manner to interscholastic relationships or events, whether prior to, during or following such relationship or event.  
PENALTIES & FINES PAID BY THE ATHLETE &/OR PARENT (pursuant to FHSAA bylaws):
A student-athlete who commits an unsportsmanlike act or a flagrant foul during a contest will be ineligible to compete for the remainder of that contest and in an athletic contest for a minimum of seven days AND two contests.

Suspension of a student-athlete for *gross unsportsmanlike conduct, beginning with 2nd incident during school year: 
 $250 
*gross unsportsmanlike conduct:  a) cursing, striking or threatening a contest official during a contest or at any other time; b) physical contact with an opponent that is beyond the normal scope of competition; c) spitting on a contest official or opponent; d) directing gender, racial or ethnic slurs toward a contest official or opponent; or e) other acts deemed unacceptable conduct.

Suspension of a student-athlete for unsportsmanlike conduct, beginning with 4th incident during sports season:  $100

Participation by one or more student-athletes on the bench in an altercation (bench-emptying):  $100

Premature termination of a contest by an official due to unsportsmanlike conduct by student-athletes &/or spectators:  $250

Storming the playing field, court or pool by spectators and students at the conclusion of an athletic contest:  $500 minimum
